Which trees can be saved? What are the treatment options?

Trees CAN be saved if they are:

* Healthy and vigorously growing, with more than
half their leaves.

* Enhancing the landscape.

* Valuable to the owner.

* Showing only few outward signs of EAB
infestation.

Homeowners can protect healthy ash trees:

* With a trunk less than 20 in. Diameter at
Breast Height (see reverse for DBH
measurement).

* With over the counter soil drench products
containing 1.47% imidacloprid. These
products are most effective when applied
between April 15t and May 15t,

Professionals can protect ash trees:

* With a trunk greater than 20 in. DBH.

* Later in the year, using specialized equipment
to apply pesticides that contain imidacloprid,
dinotefuran, or emamectin benzoate.

These ash trees are healthy, have all of their leaves, and provide shade and beauty
to the landscape. They would be good treatment candidates.

Trees should NOT be saved if they are:

* Unhealthy, with more than half of their leaves missing. War!t more information on hll'lng a
